Born Ruth Weston on 1/12/1928 in Portsmouth, Virginia. Died on 11/17/2006 (age 78). Highly influential female singer. Married singer/trumpeter Jimmy Brown in
1945. In late 1946, sang for one month with Lucky Millinder‘s band, then fired. Later heard by Duke Ellington, who alerted Herb Abramson of the then-new Atlantic
Records. Abramson signed her to a contract. Became Atlantic Records’ top-selling artist of the 1950s. Married for a time to Willis Jackson. In later years, had acting
roles in the TV shows Hello, Larry and Checking In, and several Broadway and Las Vegas musicals. Appeared in the movies Under The Rainbow and Hairspray.
